SUPPLEM ENT TO M OTION FOR LEAVE TO USE CM /ECF

On April 9, 2026, PlaintiFfiled a Motion for Leave to Use CW ECF. Plaintil rcspectfully

submits this supplement to provide additional information in support of that motion.

Plaintifresides in Australia arld is unable to physically access the courthouse. As a result

Plaintiffmust rely on international mailing to submit filings. According to Australia Post,

estimated delivery times for registcred letters to the United Sotes is l5+ business daysl. Even

if Plaintil were to use intemational express service for all flings, not only would be this still

not fix the issue of delayed fi lings, with estimated delivery timcs still being up to 6 days, but

it would lcad rise to a furtlzer barrier.

Due to Plaintiff's financial circumstances, including bankmptcy, the cost of expedited

intemational shipping imposes a substantial burden and cannot be consistently incurred.

W ithout expedited service, delivery times excced typical court deadlines.

Even when cxpedited service is used, PlaintiF mus't complete and dispatch filings many

days in advance to cnsurc timely receipt. For deadlines as short as scvcn days, this

requirement eflkctively reduces Plaintiff's available drafting time to approximately one day,

matcrially impairing PlaintiF's ability to prcpare and submit filings.

Courts deny requests for CM /ECF access where a pro se litigant fails to demonstratc

sumcient cause or cxtcnuating circumsunces justifying departure from standard filing

procedures. See Huminski &! Vermont, No. 2:13-cv-692-17-1N -29, 2014 W L 169848, at *4

(M .D. Fla. Jan. l5, 20 14). The Court has recognized that, Gûlalt a minimum, this would

include both financial and physical barriers that makc it extraordinarily dië cult to . .. deliver

papers to the court.'' Peters :! Carlin, No. 2:26-cv-00 13 I-KCD-NPM , ECF No. l8, at 2

(M.D. Fla. Apr. 8, 2026).
Accordingly, Plaintif faces both significant physical and financial baniers to filing.

These combined limitations subsuntially intedkre with PlaintiF's ability to comply with

court deadlines and mealzingfully participate in this litigation.

Plaintif has never been a pro se party to a federal casc and no misuse has been recorded.

For these reasons, PlaintiF respectfully submits this supplemental information in support

of thc pending M otion for Leave to Use the Court's CW ECF system.
